The straight through path though the septum and port chamber into the catheter allows a catheter to
be placed through the port catheter and into the vessel. The following photographs illustrate the in-vivo
placement of the inner thru’ catheter through the In-Line port septum.

Following your normal implantation protocol, insert the catheter into the vessel, trim it to
required length & connect it to the IN-LINE port pin. The connection is secured by sliding
the blue boot over the port-catheter connection.

The Trocar introducer needle assembly is used to access the port septum & allows for the
advancement of the thru’ catheter. The assembly consists of 2 parts - an 18 gauge needle
enclosed in a cannula

1. Insert and advance the Trocar
assembly needle into the
IN-LINE port septum.

2. Remove the needle/stylette

portion of the assembly & insert
the inner catheter provided
through the hollow portion of the
Trocar introducer needle
assembly.

. Remove the hollow Trocar
cannula, leaving the inner thru’
catheter in position.

Note that the thru catheter passes straight through
the IN-LINE port. It can be advanced as far as neces-
sary. We do not suggest that the thru’ catheter be
advanced beyond the silicone port catheter.

4. Connect the thru
catheter to the Luer
catheter connector
provided. The luer
connector is then
attached to your
delivery source.
